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1.  R.O.A.M.  (Reaching Out And Ministering), G.O. (Gospel Outreach)


Serving God with music & evangelism


Buy a van, either a VW Vanagon or a VW Bush.  Map a route, check fluids, get AAA Gold, then head across


the country, playing at public parks, beaches, crowded street corners.  Pass out Gospel tracts and Gideon Bibles.

He's afraid of dying, and is bound up in


Scientology, along with John Travolta.  And Drew Barrymore, unofficial spokesperson for The Leftover Generation, the 


reluctantly hip, post late-eighties crowd that sits the fence that borders the familiarity of the past with the restlessness


of the future.  Pray for the prisoners to be set free by the saving power of The Blood of Jesus Christ.  Hallelujah!





3.  Combo litre-sized soda & chips (Doritos, Fritos, Ruffles) vending machine


A soda machine that sells 2-litre bottles, with chips.  Why?  This would be ideal for college campuses, as kids need a 


sugar lift for late night studying.  Plus, the two-litre size present an opportunity to share this beverage with others,


connecting the dots with a friendly gesture.  The cost would be $2.50, which beats driving to a convenient store


that's off campus and, usually, in a bad section of town.  Advertising campaign:  "Convenience" - show someone


buying a soda near his dorm room.  "Friendship" - show someone sharing beverage with another.  "Convenience,


friendship, a sidewalk away."





4. Foreclosure, Tax-Deed, Bankruptcy Sales


Buying foreclosures and bidding for tax deeds.  Once purchased, either re-sell within a year (flipping), or rent out rooms


or the entire house to help pay off the mortgage.  Give all profit to Gospel for Asia to support indigenous missionaries.





5.  Scaffolding for stairwell - Elevation Station


An aluminum board that is 3' wide and 5' long.  Across the top is griptape (rough, gritty surface used on skateboard


decks).  The bottom has heavy duty poles, EMT material (sturdy aluminum), that swing out on hinges, then lock into


place.  The scaffolding allows painters, electricians, cleaning people to reach high points along the wall of a staircase.


This piece would fold up like a briefcase and has handles for carrying.  It is light, but strong.





6.  Rollerblade Lights / Skateboard lights


High powered rollerblade lights with a velcro attachment and AAA battery.  Ideal for rollerblading during evening, night,


for visibility of potholes, sidewalk cracks, drops, debri that might cause you to trip or fall.  Helps prevent serious injury


when blading at night or in low-visibility conditions.





7.  F.I.S.T. 


(Fighting Indifference, Suffering Together) or (Fighting Indifference, Solidarity Together), an action-awareness group


that uses video, film, music, drama, public service announcements, street demonstrations, etc to raise awareness of the persecuted


Christian church.  Logo of an upraised closed fist with palm side facing viewer surrounded by a black circle.  Slogan "Fighting Indifference,


Suffering Together" wraps around the logo.  In short, FIST is a group of Christians committed to 1) praying for, 2) fasting for, 3) raising


awareness of the persecuted Church through a variety of means and methods.  All proceeds benefit indigenous missionaries at 


Gospel for Asia and The Voice of the Martyrs.





8.  FLO


Flying Low On the radar, what's boiling beneath the surface.  FLO is a monthly 'zine that covers what's boiling beneath


the surface of the mainstream media.  The primary focus would be on interesting news that the media ignores for whatever reason.





9.  FLO Film Fest


A film fest that has no rules, cheap entry fees, free Pop-tarts, coffee, and snacks.  Slogan:  "tomorrow's filmmakers today".  


Feel left out by other film festivals?  So do we.  So we started our own.


Join us.  Be part of FLO Film Fest.  Submit your film/video.  Volunteer.  Sponsor us.  Let others know as we showcase "tomorrow's filmmakers today".





10.  Refuge Coffeehouse.  


A coffeehouse that celebrates Jesus Christ as Lord and Saviour, where The Gospel is preached, and great


food is served, fresh baked muffins, soups, croissants, hot coffee, tea.  Pop-tarts.  Atari 2600.  Bible teaching.  Praise & Worship music.


Start Refuge's all across the world by posting one online, with simple instructions and encouragement to starting one in your country, village,


town, city.  Once someone starts it, you make a website for it, or link it to the main site at:  Refugecoffeehouse.com.  This way, lots


of people can come to know The Lord Jesus Christ.





11.  FLO Productions�(FLO - Flying Low On the radar)  A production company specializing in interesting, low-budget theatre, concerts, films/videos.  All ages


shows.

12.  Portable prayer meetings
